Burning Tree Architectural Review Committee (BTARC)

At the February HOA meeting Vince Harris gave a status of the ARC Covenants and the ARC Review Guidelines.  He proposed the following additions to the Guidelines since these can be amended by a vote of the Board.  The Board approved these additions.

6.1 Use of Rolloff/Open Top Dumpster

Rolloffs or Open Top Dumpsters are allowed in Burning Tree with the following guidelines.  The BTARC should be notified two weeks in advance.  The Dumpster should be used for no more than 30 days.  If a longer time is necessary it must be approved by the BTARC.  For our children’s safety and due to the fact that the container is difficult to see around, the Dumpster must be stored on your driveway.  Street storage must be approved by the BTARC.

6.2 Storage Pods

In the event that Storage Pods are used for moving in or out of your home in Burning Tree, they should be used for no more than 14 days.  If a longer time is necessary it must be approved by the BTARC.

Vince also discussed the BTARC Roofing Addendum which contains important information for those of us replacing our roofs.  This information will help lesson the approval time for new roofs.

· Review the specific guidelines in section 5.3 of the ARC Guidelines

· To consider any Asphalt Shingle, they must be of superior quality

· Visit the Fowler & Peth showroom (Federal & Belleview next to King Soopers)

The Presidential TL, Woodmoor, and Brand Canyon are three shingles that the ARC prefers to use as a benchmark for quality.  We do realize the the price is not for everyone.

The minimum that we will approve is in the range of Capstone, Landmark TL, or Heritage Vintage.

There are many products available at varying prices, so view this as a guideline before submitting your roofing plan to the BTARC.

We understand that our roof is one of the largest investments that we all will be facing in the next few years.  We hope this might simplify your quest for information.
