The meeting started at 7:30 pm at the Columbine Valley Town Hall.

1. Website update.  The website is done.  Jon passed around the website via his computer so we could all see it.  Board members still need to be trained

2. Jan gave a Tennis update.  She presented the results of her research to update and repair the tennis courts.  After checking into various firms, she recommends that the Lee Renner firm be used to repair the courts.  This project includes fixing the fences, repairing and asphalt and re-painting all the lines on the courts.  The asphalt overlay is 7 years old.  We have 600+ linear feet of cracks.  The paint is peeling off the courts due to the wrong type of paint that was previously used.  The fences need new ties, new alignment and the net posts need to be re-painted.  The project does not include new wind screens or repairing the north gate – very expensive.  Total project cost is estimated at $29,000.  TO DO: Ted agreed to contact the firm to negotiate a lower price.  UPDATE: Ted spoke with Colin from Renner and was able to negotiate the price down to $27,000.

3. We discussed the upcoming annual meeting.  TO DO: Jon agreed to send out the agenda to the board ahead of time.  UPDATE:  Jon sent out the agenda.  Rebecca included it in the December newsletter.

4. Ted distributed a preliminary 2011 – 2015 budget.  The board would like to develop a 5 year budget to bring a strategic focus to our finances.  TO DO:  Jon agreed to talk to Eric about a Parks budget number.

5. Rebecca agreed to send Jon meeting minutes from September/October so that we can include Grady Howell’s recommendation that we consider utilizing our north park differently.  UPDATE: Minutes were emailed to Jon.  Rebecca agreed to contact Ann at the Town to see if there is a Tuck property update.  She will have this information at the annual meeting.  UPDATE: Rebecca sent an email to Ann.
6. Rebecca agreed to include an annual meeting proxy and dues coupon in the December newsletter.  UPDATE: done.
